Although it may seem like there isn’t war for a while, wars continued even until the 21st century. Many are not taught because of how small they  seemed to us. But actually lead up to the conflicts that we now face in our day 40 years later.
In about 2007 a man that popped up on the radar whose name was none other than Osama Bin Laden, he was a terrorist that had been in charge of a group called Al Qeada, which was a group of Muslims founded in Egypt. 
Which eventually led to the attack on September 11th 2001 other known as the bombing of the twin towers. Killing almost 3,000 people. But on Because of this there was a huge uproar that gave more Americans ready to fight for this cause to protect the country. 
Also during this time in 2009 of January A new president is Inaugurated as 44th by the name of Barak Obama another controversy as he was being called as the first African American president. 
In 2010 Obama passes a healthcare reform known as Obama care, which costed $940 billion dollars to help coverage of Americans who are in need. Obama also signs a landmark law, which allows gay people to serve in the Armed Forces. 
After 10 years of fighting, on May 2nd 2011 Osama Bin Ladin was killed after being captured during a raid on Pakistan from Navy Seals. A year later in September 2012 on the anniversary of September 11th a group of terrorists attacked a consulate in the Libyan city of Benghazi, which ended in killing four American soldiers and Ambassador John C. Stevens, after which they disposed of the Middle East dictator Muammar Gaddafi. 
May 12th Obama Becomes the first president to back up gay and lesbian couples to be married. 2 years later in late spring on June 5th 2014 a group called ISIS arose in large amounts in western Syria and northern Iraq, which caused the western nations to confront each other about the Islamic fundamentalism. After which the United States and its allied began to campaign to ruin their effectiveness by bombing them on September 22, 2014. 
On December 2, 2015 an inspired terrorist attack from the group ISIS hits San Bernardino, California and kills 14, a month earlier citizens in Paris France were also attacked by they Islamic inspired Terrorists. This caused a continual rise that fueled ISIS around the world. 
Earlier this year the election for president was announced in November 8, 2016 the top candidates in the presidential run are Donald Trump and Hillary Clinton. In June 2016 Terrorists attacked Orlando, Florida killing over 50 people and injuring fifty-three, this continued worldwide with attacks in places such as Ankara, Istanbul, Brussels, And Nice. Many countries feared ISIS and others were angered at the bombings going on. The fight still continues. 
On August 9, 2017 Donald J. Trump wins the electoral Collage votes with 304 compared to Hillary Clinton’s votes at 227 and 7 other electors voted for someone else in their parties candidates.  Aug 9, 2017 -Donald J. Trump won the Electoral College with 304 votes compared to 227 votes for Hillary Clinton. Seven electors voted for someone other than their party’s candidate.
Overall Through this whole process even since 2010 war continues and terrorists continue to pop up on the radar. Even if one group gets defeated one seems to be born from its ashes thus the continuation of war and terrorism for even until today.
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
